PREFACE

In the wake of the devastating earthquake that hit some parts of Gujarat State and a number of other disaster incidents in Rajasthan like the ammunition depot fire, accidents of vehicle carrying chemicals and hazardous substances etc., it was felt that there was a need to prepare Disaster Management action plans to effectively deal with such disasters. The Disaster Management Group headed by the Chief Secretary directed all the nodal departments to prepare disaster specific action plans. The Disaster Management Guidelines will be the basic document to prepare action plan of each disaster and will also serve as guide to train the search & rescue teams and other field functionaries. 

This document is a part of the State level initiative to prepare Disaster Management Action Plan (DMAP) for Rajasthan State and the districts. This is prepared with a view to provide uniform directives from the State Government to the district administration and nodal departments and establish a standardized response to any disaster situation. The document attempts to evolve a multi-disaster response structure which can adapt itself to any specific disasters.


Certain parts of the document therefore are disaster specific whereas the others deal with uniform response procedures as recommended by GOR. The complex dimensions of a response situation have been dealt with at both the State and the district. A comprehensive understanding of the multi-hazard response structure with accompanying directives can therefore be best appreciated only when seen in their totality.


This document outlines the Multi Response Strategy both at State and district level. It outlines the institutional arrangements, inter-department linkages, role of NGOs, voluntary agencies and local communities. The procedure and mechanisms for plan dissemination and plan update are also reflected.


These guidelines will help the nodal departments at State level and the districts to assess capabilities, resource requirement, Risk assessment and Vulnerability Analysis, Response and mitigation strategy to specific disaster situation. They are expected to prepare detailed Disaster Management action plans accordingly. 
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
