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L.2ZAUTHOURITY AND THE DISASTER MANAGEMENT ACT, 2005

For prevention an mitigation effects disasters and for undertaking a
holistic, co ordinated and prompt response to any disaster situation it has been
dicided by the government 1o enact a law on disaster management to provide for
requisite  institutional mechanisms  for drawing up and monitoring  the
implementation of the disaster management plans, ens u.ring measures by vanous
wings of Government. To achieve this objective the disaster management Bill
was introduced in the parliament,

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

1- The Government has decided w0 enact a law on disaster mapagement (o
provide for requisite mstitutional mechanisms for drawing up and monitoring the
implementation of the disaster management plans, ensuring measures by vanous
wings of Government for prevention and mitigating effects of disasters and for
undertaking a holistic, coordinated and prompt response to any disaster situation,

2- The Disaster Management Bill, 2005 provides for setting up of a National
Disaster Management authority under the chamwmanship of the Prime Minister,
State Disaster Management Authonties under the chairmanship of

the chief ministers and Disinet Disaster Management Authorities under the
chairmanship of district Magistrates. The Bill also provides for concermned
ministries or Depantments to draw up Department wise plans in accordance with
the Mational Disaster Management plan. It provides for constitution of a Nanonal
Disaster Response Force amd setting up the National Instiute of Disaster
Management. The Bill provides for the constitution of the National fund for
Disaster Response and the National fund For disaster Mitigation and similar funds
at the state and Distnet levels. The Bill provides for specific role for local Bodies
i disaster management including Panchayati Raj Institutions as well as Urban
Local Bodies like municipalities.

1- The propesed enactment will facilitate effective steps for the mitigation of
disasters, prepare for and coordinate effective response to disasters, as also
matters connected therewith or incidental thereto.

parliament received the assent of the president on 23rd December, 2005 it came

2. Definitions: (1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,- (a) " Act"

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(b) "Advisory Committee” means the Advisory committee constituted by the
National Authonty under sub-section (1) of Section 7;

(¢] "member” means a member of the National Authority nommated by the
Chairperson of the Mational Authority under clause (b) of subsection

(2) of section 3;

(d) "section means a section of the Act;

(el "Wice-Chairperson" means the Vice-Chairperson designated by the
Chairperson of the Mational Authonty under sub-sechon {3) of section 3.

(2) Words and expressions used herein and not defined in these rules but defined
in the Act shall have the meanings respectively assigned to them in the Act.

3. Pay and service conditioner: (1) A person nominated as a member of the
National Authority shall exercise his option to choose either,-

(a) Pav (less Pension in the case of a retired Officer), deamess allowance,
accommodation, medical facilities, traveling allowance, leave ravel concession
as admissible 10 a secretary 1o the Government of India and leave as admissible
o a Government servant under the Central Civil Seérvices (Leave) Rules, 1972 or
(b) pay. daily allowance as admissible to a Umon Mimster to State and pension
(without dearness reliet m the case of retired Otficer), accommodation, medical
tacilibes. wavelng allowance as admissible |, Vide' G.5JZ 598 (E) Dated 27 th
September, 2006, published the Gazette of India, Extra, pt. 1l Sec, 3Q) Dated 27
th September, 2006

The Disaster Management (Term of Office and Conditions of Service of
members of the National Authonity and Payment of Allowances to Members of
Adversary Commitiee) Rules, 2006

o a Union Minister of State in accordance with the provision of the Ministers
{ Allowances, Medical Treatment and other Privilezes) Rules, 1957, made under
the Salanes and Allowancés of Ministers Act, 1952 (38 of 1952) and leave as
admissible 10 a temporary Government servant under the Central Services
(Leave) Rules, 1972, but without the facility of feave travel concession: Provided
that the option once exercised shall be final.

(2) A number of the Natural Authonty, who 15 designated as the Vice
Charperson of the National Authority under sub-section {3) of section 3, shall be
entitled to pay and daily allowance, as admissible o a Umon Minister, who isa
member of the cabinet, and pension (Without dearness relief) and in the case of

4, Disqualifications; No person shall be a member of the National Authority,
wha:

(a) 15, or at any time has been, adjudged insolvent; or

(b} is declared to be of unsound mind by a competent court; or

(¢) becomes incapable of acting as a member; or
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(d) 12, or has been convicted of an offence which, in the opinion of the Central
Government involves moral turpitude;

{e) 15 or has been removed or dismissed from the service of the Government or a
body corporate owned or controlled by the Government,

5. Resignation: Any member of the National Authority may resign form the
(Mfice of member of the National Authority by giving a notice in writing under
his hand 10 that effect to the Chairperson of the Mational Authority and such
resignation shall take effect from the date on which such notice 15 accepted by the
Charrperson of the National Authonty.

6. Vacancies; Where a vacancy occurs in the Othice of a member of the National
Authority by reason of resignation, disqualification, death or otherwise, the
vacancy may be filled by fresh nomination,

7, Allowances to be paid to a member of the Advisory committee constituted by
the National Authority: A members of the advisory committee constituted under
sub-section (1) of section 7 shall be paid such traveling allowances, room rent,
daily allowances and convevance allowance as are admissible to a member of the
high Power commutteg as specified im appendix 2 o supplementary Rule 190,

In exercise of the powers conferred by sub section (7) of section 42 read with
section 76 of the DDisaster Management Act, 2005 (33 of 2(05), the Central
Government hereby makes the following regulations, namely -

(1) Short title and commencement: (1) These regulations may be called the
MNational Institute of Disaster Management Regulabions, 2006,

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the official
(razette.

2. Definitions: In these regulations, unless the context otherwise requires,-

(a) "Act” means the Disaster Management Act, 2005 (33 of 2005);

(b) "chairperson” means the chairperson of the governing body;

(c) "Executive Director” means the execotive Director of the Institute. appointed
by the Central Government;

(d) "governing body" means the governing body of the institute;

(e} "Institute” means the National Institute of Disaster Management,

(f) "President" means the president of the Institute;

(g) "secretary” means the secretary of the Institute, or as the case may be, the
governing body.

3. Composition of the Institute and the Governing Body: The Institute and the
soverning body shall consist of such members as are provided under sub rule

(L) of rule {3) and sub-rule (1) of rule 6 respectively of the Disaster Management
(Mational Institute of Disaster Management) Rules, 2006,

4, Meetings of the Institute: (1) The president, or in his absence, the Vice-
president, shall preside over the meetings of the Institute,

(2) The Institute shall meet at such times and places as may be considered
necessary by the president for the transaction of the business of the institute;
Provided that the institute shall meet at lest once in gvery vear.
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(3) (a) The Secretary shall give a notice specifying the place, date and time of an
ordinary meeting of the Institute at least twenty-one twenty one days prior to the
date of such meeting.

() The agenda shall als¢ be sent along with the nobiee of the meeting and where
1t is not possible, the agenda shall be sent at least seven days before the meeting.
(4) The president may call an extraordinary meeting of the institute at any time
for the transaction of urgent business of the Institute,

(5) The Secretary shall give a notice to all the members specifying the place, date
and time of the meeting for an extraordinary meeting at least seven days before

(6) {a) The Institute shall call an extraordinary meeting within thirty days of a
written request of not less than twelve members of the Insttute.

(b) The members of the nstitute shall indicate the purpose of the request for the
meeting referred to in ¢lause (a).

(7) The quorum for a mesting of the Institute shall be ten.

(8) The President may mclude in the agenda at any time before or dunng a
meeting of the Institute-

(1) any fresh item or items of business; or

(1) any item supplementary 1o those included in the agenda, and such itetn shall
be taken up for consideration.

(9) A notice may be served upon any members of the Institute either personally,
by email, fax, telegram or by post by under certificate of posting m an envelope
addressed to such member and such notice shall be presumed to have been
properly deliverad,

{ 10) No subject disposed of by the institute at a meeting shall be brought up again
for consideration until afier the expiry of one year except in a case where the
president or the central Government certificates that the Subject requires further
consideration in the interest of the instiute.

(11} a Decision given by the president of the meeting on a point of order rased
by a member of the institute shall be final.

(12) All members submitted to a meeting of the Institute shall be decided by a
majority of the members of the Institute person presiding shall have a casting
vote, in addition to the wvote tw which he may be enutled as a
member of the Institute.

5. Transaction of business by circulation. of papers : (1) Any business of the
Institute which may be necessary for the Institute to transact may, if the president
so directs, be dealt with by circulation of agenda papers along with a draft
resolution imcorporating the decision required among all the members of the
mstitute at their usual address and any drafi resolution so circulated and approved
by the majority of the members of the institute signing shall be as effectual and
binding as if the resolution had been passed at a meeting of the institute provided
that at least twelve members of the Institute have recorded their views on the
resolution,

(2] A members shall give reply within twenty one days from the date of 155ue of
the notice of such business and if no reply is recetved from a member of the
mstitute within the said period, he shall be deemed to have supported the draft
resolution.

(3) If a draft resolution 15 circulated. the result of the cwculation shall be
communicated to all members of the institute and the resolution shall also be
placed before the next meeting of the institute for confirmation.

6. Recording of business- (1) A record shall he maintained of all business
transacted by the institue,

(2) All decisions of the Institute shall, as for as possible, be recorded i the from
of resolutions and an entry of such decision in the book of proceedings of the
mstitute shall be conclusive evidence of the fact that such decisions were taken
by the Institute.

(3) The proceedings of every meenng of the Institute shall be circulated among
its members within thirty days of the meeting and if any comments are received
within a stipulated time they shall be incorporated suitably subject to the
approval of the president and re 1ssued as final proceedings.

7. Delegation of functions to governing body or Executive Director- The Institute
may, by general or special order i writing, delegate to the governing body or the
Executive Director, subject to such condibons and hmitations, if any as may be
specified in the Order, such of its functions which it considers, conducive or
incidental to the attainment of the objects specified under subsection (9) of
section 42.

8. Term of Office- (1) The term of Office a member of the goveming body shall
contimue as long as he is a member of the Institute,

(2) The term of Office of a nominated member of the governing body under
clauses (vii). (vin), {ix) or (x) of sub-rule (1) of rule 6 of tile Disaster
Management (National Institute of Disaster Management) Rules, 2006 shali
cepse as soon as he ceases to be member of the institute or till is replaced by the
central Government, whichever is earlier.

9, Powers and functions of the govermng body- (1) The goverming body shall be
responsible for carrving oul the decisions of the Institute.

(2) In Particular and without prejudice to the gencrality of the foregoing
funchions, the governing body may pedorm all or any of the following functions,
namely:-

(a) ensure compliance of broad polices and guidelines laid down for the Institute
by the National Authority;

(b) consider and recommend such proposals as are required to be submitted to the
Institute for its approval;

(d) consider and approve such change in the approved annual activitics of the
Institute as may be considered necessary, subject to ex-post-facto approval of
such changes by the institute;

(&) consider and approve such new activities not included in the approved annual
activities of the Institute as may be required to be taken up. subject 10 ex post
tacto approval by the Institute.

() appoint such committees and sub committees as considered appropriate for the
discharge of its functions;

(g} perform all such acts and do all such things as may be necessary for the
proper management of the properties of the Institute; and

(h) perform all such functions as may be delegated by the Institute,

10, Time and place of meeting of the governing body-The goverming body shall
hold its meetings at such place and times as the chairperson of the governing
body from time to time, determine: Provided that the chairperson of the
governing body shall convene a meeting if a requisition for that purpose 1s
presented to him in writing by not less than four members of the goverming body
specifyving the subpect matter proposed to be discussed in the meeting:

Provided further that the governing body shall meet at least once in three months,
11. Notice for meeting of governing body- (1) Not less than fourteen days nohce
tor every meeting of the goverming body shall be given to cach member of the
governing body.

(2) A MNotice may be served upon any member of the governing body either
personally, by email, fax. telegram or by post by under by under certificate of
posting in an envelope addressed to such member and such notice shall be
presumed to have been properly delivered.

(3) Motwithstanding anything contained in sub regulation (1), ameeting of the
governing body at which any matter which is considered wrgent by the
Chairperson has to be taken up, may be called at a shorter notice.

12. Quorum- (1) No. Business shall be transacted at a meeting of the governing
body unless at least five members of the governing body are present,

(2) Quorum (1) No Business shall be transacted at meeting of the zoverning
body unless at least hive members of the govermng body are present.

(2) If within half an hour of the tme appointed for holding the meeting of the
governing body, quorum is not present, the meeting shall stand adjourned to
another day and notice of such adjoumed mecting shall be given to cach member
of the governing body by e-mail, fax, teltegrm, post or special

messenger, as the case may require. Provided that a meeting so adjournad shall
be held within twenty one days of the date on which it was ornginally proposed to
be held,

(3) If at any such adjourned meeting also, the quorum is not present withim half
an hour from the appointed for holding the meeting the members of the overning
body present at the meeting shall from the quorum.
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13. Presiding over the meetings of governing body- (1) The Chairperson of the
zoverning body shall preside over meeting of the governing body.

(2) If the Chairperson of the govemning body 15 not present at any particular
meeting, the vice-chairperson shall preside over the meeting of the poverning
hody.

(3) If the Chawperson and the Vice chairperson of the governing body are not
present at any particular meeting, the members of governing body present shall
choose one from among themselves to char that meeting.

14. Transaction of business by circulation of papers-( 1} Any business which may
be necessary for the governing body to transact. may, if the chairperson or in his
absence, the Vice chairperson so directs, be dealt with by circulation of the
papers to all the members of the governing body at their usual address, and any
resolution so circulated shall be as effectual any binding as if the resolution has
been passed ata meeting of the governing body, provided

at least five members of the goverming body have accorded their approval to the
resolution, 7

(2). If a resolution is circulated the results of cireulation shall be commumicated
to all the members of the goverming body and shall also be placed before the
governing body at its subsequent meeting for confirmation.

(2) All decisions of the governing body shall, as far as possible, be recorded m
the from of resolutations and an entry of such decisions in the book of
proceedings of the govermng. body shall be conclusive evidence of the fact that
such decisions were taken by the governing body.

17. Allowances to the members of the institute and the governing body- (1) The
members of the institute and the governing body may be paid travelling
allowances, daily allowances. convevance allowances and room remi as
admissible under the supplementary Rules,

18. Powers and Tunctions of Exccutive Dhrector -(1) The Executive Director
shall be responsible for implementation of the decisions of the Institute, its
governing body and the board policies and puidelines of the National Disaster
Management Authority and perform such other fynctions as miay be assigned by
the Central Government,

(2) The Executive Director shall be in charge of the administration of the institute
and shall allocate duties to officers and emplovees provided to the institute and
exercise such supervision and executive control as are necessary.

(3) The Executive Director shall exercise the powers of the head of the
department as specified in the fundamental Rules, Supplementary Rules and the
Delegation of Fmancial Power Rules.

(a) Discharge the functions of disciplinary Authority in respect of the officers and
employees of the Institute below the ank of Associate Professor and equivalent
posts.
